Income Tax Deadlines Extended


Both the Internal Revenue Service and the R.I. Division of Taxation have extended the deadline for filing 2009 federal and state income tax returns to May 11th.  The extended filing deadline applies to fiduciary, partnership and personal income tax returns, as well as quarterly estimated tax payments and 2009 balances due which are normally due on April 15th.
